Today westill boast a high number of working farms with, unusually for West Suffolk, animal
husbandry as well as crop growiagd even a donkey sanctuaryn contrastwe also have a more

Above-average biodiversity aboungdsvith additional havens provided by thergens, the
woods, manyprivate habitat conservation areas and an exisive network of ancient hedgerows
Footpaths are arce, but landowners allow us walk their land by pexmal permissiong showing
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the good will and community spirit. Bhis further demonstrated by many villagénvolvement in
the excellentVillage Appraisalgroduced in1979 and 1991(See Appendid for Summaries)

Reliance on agriculture for employment has, like in so many Suffolk villages, receded over the last
100 years and most now travel out of the village for w@okly 4% of working residents are in
agriculture).However,within the parish, here is an increasing gestoyment base includingVillows
ResidentialCare t@me, Brighthouse Farm HB&Moat FarmRiding Centreand Corner FarmMGT
Storage as well as hombased workers and businesses.

Finally,Lawshall is hom¢o environment & educatiorcharity Green Light Trust founded ir990.
Inspired through a linkvith the rainforest people of Papua New Guinea, the Trust has guided the
creation of over 50 woodland/wild space projects throughout the redgiartingwith our own). It

is alsothe East & England training providefor Forest Schools and offersonservationrelated
courses ¢ vulnerable and disadvantaggmung people.
